Limitations

o The 2012-13 influenza vaccination coverage
estimates reported here are preliminary and may not
be reflected in final end-of-season coverage
estimates.

o NIS and BRFSS are telephone surveys excluding
households with no telephone service. Non-
coverage and nonresponse bias may remain after
weighting adjustments.

a All data rely upon self-report and are not validated
with medical records; validity studies have shown
that parental report (for children) may overestimate
influenza vaccination coverage.
