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Dr. Ryan obtained her undergraduate degree in Microbiology from the University of
Massachusetts, Amherst and her MD from the University of Massachusetts Medical School in
Worcester. She did both her pediatric residency and her pediatric infectious fellowship at the
University of Tennessee, Memphis (LeBonheur Children’s Hospital and St. Jude Children’s
