 Hepatitis B - Available for uninsured and underinsured adults 19 years of age and older who are being screened 
for Hepatitis C at an HIV testing and counseling site and meet criteria for a high risk condition. 

 HPV - Available for uninsured and underinsured males and females 19 - 26 years of age. 

 Meningococcal Conjugate (MCV4) - Available for uninsured and underinsured adults.  

 MMR - Available for uninsured and underinsured adults. 

 PCV13 - Available for high risk uninsured and underinsured adults 19 - 64 years of age.    

 PPSV23 - Available for high risk uninsured and underinsured adults 19 - 64 years of age.
