BeWell@Baxter program was initiated in 2007 as a multidisciplinary cooperative effort.

Designated Local Champions for each facility who deploy the program

Offer multiple health initiatives including:

• Flu Vaccination

• Exercise Challenge

• Healthy Eating Month

• Biometric Screening

• Smoke-Free campuses

• Travel Health

• Fitness centers/walking paths

• Annual focus, based on aggregate data from HRA tool
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Preventing seasonal influenza is a global responsibility and part of our commitment 

to save and sustain lives. 

• All Baxter facilities around the world with more than 25 employees (196 sites) are 

required to offer seasonal flu vaccination at no charge.

• During the 2016-2017 season, 97% of Baxter employees were offered seasonal flu 

vaccination at no charge

• A total of 14,259 flu vaccinations were given to employees.

• Several facilities also offered free or subsidized seasonal flu vaccination to family 

members of employees, totaling an additional 329 vaccinations.

• Announce a kick-off for the flu vaccination season by a global message from senior 

management (SVP of Human Resources and VP of Environment, Health, Safety &
