Standards for Adult Immunization

Practice

1. Assess immunization status for all
patients at every encounter

2. Strongly recommend vaccines patients
need

3. Administer needed vaccines or refer
patients to a provider who vaccinates

4. Document vaccinations that patients
receive

a. Offer education to clinic staff

b. Evaluate data and policies
