* Free Clinic - Identify & refer diabetics for PPSV23

* Local Health Department - Nurses at free clinic weekly
* State Health Department - 317 funded vaccines

Adult Vaccines for Free Clinic Patients

* Pneumococcal: PPSV23 for 19-64 yo, smokers, diabetics
* Influenza: Chain pharmacists at events for groups of 50+
* Tdap: Outbreak coverage at health departments

* Hepatitis A: Vaccinate homeless to prevent outbreaks

* Hepatitis B: New adjuvanted, 2-dose vaccine in drug Rx
* HPV: Patient assistance programs versus health depts

» Zoster: Patient assistance programs, not at health depts
