• Regardless of compliance,  parents want 
to do everything they can to prevent their 
child from getting the flu.

• #1 reason Parents who “sometimes” 
vaccinate their child is because their 
doctor recommended it

• Significantly more Parent who always 
vaccinate their children against flu, 
believe in Flu vaccine effectiveness and 
efficacy

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Ø Only 25% of Adults report they “always” 
get a flu vaccine

Ø 35% of adults report  they never get flu 
but get other vaccines

Ø 40% of Adults “sometimes” get a flu 
vaccine, the largest cohort
