e What WG activities are addressing these issues?

— CDC conducting analyses of state level Medicaid payment for
adult vaccines

e To follow: CDC analysis of adult vaccination coverage of patients with
private vs public insurance, stratified by levels of Medicaid payment for
vaccines and vaccine administration by state or city.

— NAIIS funded NACHC to identify policy barriers and possible
strategies for FQHCs to improve adult vaccination rates.

healthcare system implementation of adultimmunizations
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Main Findings from Healthcare Systems
Meeting, February 2019

Identify motivators —assessment of vaccination performance
(measuring) and Quality Measurement (e.g. CMS STARS)
Rationale/Implementation

— Build team to include clinical, coders, HIT, quality measurement

— Emphasis on population health and improving patient experience
— Leverage existing systems, e.g. pediatriclIS reporting

Payment
— Reducebillingandcoding errors; scale toreduce per patient costs

Include Collaborators
— E.g. Immunization Coalitions, industry, academia, public health, state
Medicaid, pharmacy organizations, QIN/QIO, etc.
