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2019 Year In Review

Health Plan (HEDIS®)
— PRS measure became NCQA’s first publicly reported Electronic Clinical Data System (ECDS)
measure

— Health plans will use the PRS measure in HEDIS® Measurement Year 2020 and report the results
inJune 2021
Medicare
— AIS measure was considered for both the Medicare Shared Savings Program (MSSP) and the
Merit-Based Incentive Payment System (MIPS) programs
— CMS is not finalizing the AIS measure for the 2020 MIPS performance period/2022 MIPS
payment year due to the imminent changes in clinical guidelines for pneumococcal vaccination
Medicaid
— Submitted the PRS and AIS measures for consideration; measures were not included in the 2020
